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In recent years, extensometer records were used for various purposes. To use extensometer records
not only for crustal movement research but aso for DC-seismology, we intended to improve
accuracy of observations with extensometer. As the first step, we attempted to examine the quality of
extensometer records in each observatory. In this presentation, we will report tidal constants and

noise levels evaluated for extensometer records in each observatory.
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
