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Flood Disaster in Gotsu and Hamada Cities, Shimane Prefecture, in 2013
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Gotsu and Hamada Cities and Kawamoto Town in Shimane Prefecture was brought heavy rainfall on August 24,
2013, e.g. the maximum 1-hour and 24-hours precipitations of 92.5mm and 413.5mm respectively (recorded by
AMEDAS at Sakurae, Shimane Prefecture). As a result, serious damage was induced such as 1 casualty, 17
collapsed houses, 840 inundated houses and so on in the prefecture. In addition, Flooding, bank erosion, revetment
and bridge pier collapses and inundation occurred everywhere along the rivers in the middle-western part of the
prefecture. In this report damage due to the flood, such as bank erosion, flushed houses and bridges and inundation,
along the rivers in the area, including tributaries of the Gonokawa River, are presented.
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
