Major disasters are more common than any time in modern history. Only one thing is certain
- there will be even more large scale disasters that will have dramatic impacts on modern
urban settlements. While the methods of prevention, risk assessment, mitigation and
disaster response are all well developed area of practices, there has been surprisingly little
work done on post-disaster recovery. Putting urban places back together is not about simply
replacing what was, where it was. Recovery planning and management requires substantial
expertise. Thus, this project aims at developing the materials, ideas and cases in a major
practice-oriented guide to spell out best practices in recovery for urban areas. The aim is to
craft from practice the guide book that can act as the backbone for practitioners who might
work in diverse situations across the Pacific, where many major disasters have occurred
and are contemplated. This guide is intended to be based on fresh cases and to be written
so that people in policy or implementation roles can gain the kind of knowledge and
guidance they need, both before and after a man-made or natural disaster, to re-build urban
areas.
