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Life Recovery Process and Regional Reconstruction after the 2006 Landslide Disaster in Southern Leyte,
Philippines: From the Result of Follow-up Field Survey in 2007
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Synopsis

A devastating landslide hit Guinsaugon Barangay (village), St. Bernard, the Southern Leyte in the Philippines on
February 17, 2006, killing 154 and leaving nearly 1000 missing. The paper summarizes victims’ life recovery
processes and regional reconstruction processes based on the follow-up survey conducted in January 2007, one
year after the landslide. Special attention is focused on, how governmental and non governmental collaborative
efforts have been made for the construction and management of relocation sites for victims who lost their houses
and farms, and for disaster education for people still at risk of natural disasters, including not only landslide but
also flood, earthquake, and tsunami.
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
