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Volcanic Information and Response of Local Authorities
in Case of the 2006 Sakurajima Eruption

Synopsis
In June 2006, eruption abruptly occurred on the eastern slope of Sakurajima volcano, and activity
continued for a month. It was anxious that the activity might be accompanied with pyroclastic flows, but the
actual flows were minor. This manuscript describes volcanic information and countermeasures done by
local authorities related to this short-term volcano crisis. Quick response of local governments and sooth
decision of countermeasures among several organizations were achieved under common understanding on
volcanic activity.
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
